


Types of projects/grants Push America would like to fund:
• Projects/grants which promote service oriented volunteerism.
• Projects/grants which directly address the needs of people with disabilites.
• Projects/grants which generate public awareness and offer opportunities for people with

disabilities.
• Projects that offer interaction between your volunteers and people with disabilities.

Cycling events grant recipents:
Because Push America and Pi Kappa Phi are dedicated to leadership, service, and making a difference in the lives
of people with disabilities, it is the policy of Push America that all awarded grants go to organizations that include
all of the above stated exemplary ideals and opportunities.

Push America awards funds to tax-exempt charitable organizations serving people with disabilities. These include
camps, schools, day care centers, residential facilities, recreation centers and communities. Push America also
grants funds to volunteer groups or programs whose aim is to serve individuals with disabilities.

Push America awards grants to organizations which have developed a relationship with Pi Kappa Phi and/or Push
America and whose mission is to serve people with disabilities. In addition, Push America expects the grant
recipient to maintain a continued relationship both locally and nationally through annual updates regarding the
funded project or program.

A funded organization may reapply the following year. The organization must reapply under the same set of
criteria and grant application process.  Organizations who are denied grant funding may also apply the following year.

Types of projects/grants Push America has supported:
• Hand rails in facility hallways
• Stereo equipment for entertainment
• Computer systems for education
• Playground equipment
• Activity funding
• Sensory room equipment
• Adaptive equipment

Cycling Events Grants:
These grants are awarded to organizations that participate in our cycling events, Gear Up Florida and Journey of
Hope. These organizations reach out and help make our cycling events even more successful.  Push America is
committed to meeting certain needs of these organizations. These grants usually do not exceed $750.

Types of projects/grants Push America does not like to fund:
• Capital Campaign funding
• Team events: these grants are not designed to pay for Push America team events
   (ex: food for dinners, dances, friendships visits, etc.)

Cycling Events Grant Overview

The following items must be filled out for a cycling events grant. We do not stress lengthy applications.

1. Application form:
The attached application form must be completed in its entirety. All information is necessary.

2. Proposal:
In addition to the application form, a proposal also must be submitted giving a more detailed
description of the grant.  Please include the following subheadings.
a. An explanation of the need for the grant.
b. Description of the population to be served, including the number of people.
c. An explanation of how the grant will meet the need.
d. A description of the intended results.
e. A description of all previous relationships and activities with Pi Kappa Phi (if any).
f. A plan for sustaining activities with Push America/Pi Kappa Phi on a local or national level.
g. Brief statement of organization’s history (i.e. brochures/pamphlets).
h.

3. Budget:
Please include the following budgetary information.  This is necessary for our records.
a. Submit a one-page, line item budget (include both anticipated income and expenditures) for

the organization’s fiscal year for which funds are being requested.
b. Submit a one-page grant budget for the specific grant.

4. Veri�cation of tax-exempt status (unless individual).

5. A copy of the most recent audited �nancial statements.

6. Copies of orignial reciepts for the project/activity must be sent in after completion.

Deadlines:
Cycling event grants must be received no later than  April 15. The project managers of the respective routes
will be notified of the grant and will make a special announcement upon their arrival at your facility or in your area.

Correspondence:
It is important that Push America receive correspondence from your organization at various times following the
project or grant. There should be follow-up every 3-6 months with the following information:

• Pictures of the project/grant in use with campers/clients of the organization.
• Copies of any dedication-type materials (plaques).
• Stories or personal accounts of how Push America helped an individual.
• News and media clippings/videos.

This will help us to continue our projects on a larger scale.
